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Dumitru Bagdasar, fondatorul neurochirurgiei din spatiul
romanesc in perioada interbelicd, nascut in comuna Ro-
siesti in anul 1893, se inscrie, In 1913, la Facultatea de Me-
dicina din Bucuresti, transferandu-se ulterior la Institutul
Medico-Militar. in perioada 1916-1918 ca medic militar se
confrunta cu toata patologia primei conflagratii mondiale,
inclusiv la nivelul sistemului nervos. Dupa razboi este deta-
sat la Clinica de Neurologie de la Spitalul Colentina unde-si
definitiveaza, sub conducerea profesorului Gheorghe Mari-
nescu, teza de doctorat, iar intre anii 1922-1926 parcurge,
la Spitalul Militar din Bucuresti, secundariatul de neurolo-
gie sub Indrumarea eminentului neurolog Dumitru Noica si
a profesorului Mihail Butoianu. Dupa contractul cu armata,
este repartizat in 1927 la Spitalul din Jimbolia si totodata se
specializeaza in neurochirurgie in fieful profesorului Har-
vey Cushing din Boston, unde redacteaza doua lucrari: Le
traitement Chirurgical des gommes cérébrales si Intracranial
Chordoblastoma. In 1929 se reintoarce la Spitalul din Jim-
bolia si efectueaza primele 33 de operatii neurochirurgicale
din Romania. In noiembrie 1932, organizeazi o sectie de
neurochirurgie, creand, astfel, primul serviciu de neuro-
chirurgie din tar, In decembrie 1933 se transfera in Bucu-
resti, practicand operatii neurochirurgicale fiind preocupat
de histopatologia tumorilor operate si redactarea unor lu-
crari stiintifice bazate pe cazuistica proprie. In acelasi timp
participa la congresele medicale desfasurate in tara sau in
strdinidtate (Bucuresti, Berna, Chisinidu s.a.) In perioada
1041-1945macumuleazd o experienta enorma neurochi-
rurgicala Impreuna cu asa numita,,echipd de aur” (C. Arseni,
L. Ionescu, Sofia Ogrezeanu-lonescu). Este numit ministrul
sanatatii in 1945, iar la sfarsitul aceluiasi an devine primul
profesor de neurochirurgie din Romania. Destinul lui se
frange, pe 16 iulie 1946 din cauza unei boli incurabile. Cu-
vinte-cheie: Dumitru Bagdasar, serviciu de neurochirurgie.
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Dumitru Bagdasar, the founder of neurosurgery in the Ro-
manian space during the interwar period, born in Rosiesti
commune in 1893, enrolled, in 1913, at the Faculty of Medi-
cine in Bucharest, later transferring to the Medical-Military
Institute. In the period 1916-1918, as a military doctor, he
faced all the pathology of the first world conflagration, in-
cluding at the level of the nervous system. After the war,
he was assigned to the Neurology Clinic at the Colentina
Hospital, where he finalized his doctoral thesis under the
direction of Professor Gheorghe Marinescu, and between
1922-1926, at the Bucharest Military Hospital, he studied
neurology under the guidance of the eminent neurologist
Dumitru Noica and Professor Mihail Butoianu. After the
contract with the army, he was assigned in 1927 to the Jim-
bolia Hospital and also specialized in neurosurgery under
Professor Harvey Cushing in Boston, where he wrote two
works: Le traitement Chirurgical des gommes cérébrales
and Intracranial Chordoblastoma. In 1929 he returned to
Jimbolia Hospital and performed the first 33 neurosurgi-
cal operations in Romania. In November 1932, he organi-
zed a neuroDepartment of Surgery, thus creating the first
neurosurgery service in the country, in December 1933 he
transferred to Bucharest, practicing neurosurgical opera-
tions, being concerned with the histopathology of opera-
ted tumors and writing scientific papers based on his own
case history. At the same time, he participates in medical
congresses held in the country or abroad (Bucharest, Bern,
Chisinau, etc.) In the period 1041-1945, he accumulates
an enormous neurosurgical experience together with the
so-called ,golden team” (C. Arseni, 1. lonescu, Sofia Ogre-
zeanu-lonescu). He was appointed as the minister of heal-
th in 1945, and at the end of the same year he became the
first professor of neurosurgery in Romania. His destiny
was broken on July 16, 1946 due to an incurable disease.
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
