S-a efectuat o cautare de specialitate in cadrul
Google Scholar cu referire la raspunsul la violenta de gen in
Republica Moldova, conform includerii si criteriile de exclu-
dere stabilite anterior. In analize au fost incluse 15 referinte
bibliografice publicate in ultimii 5 ani in Moldova. Rezultate.
Republica Moldova se afla in topul tarilor din Europa cu cele
mai multe cazuri In care femeile au fost abuzate psihologic
sau sexual cel putin o dati in viata. in tara, practic 3 din 4
femei (73%) au experimentat o forma sau alta a violentei
in familie in timpul vietii lor. Aproximativ 30 de femei mor
in fiecare an din cauza acestor abuzuri. Revizuirea releva
progrese semnificative in domeniul legislativ, cu adoptarea
si modificarea legi pentru protejarea drepturilor victimelor
violentei de gen. Exista Inca provocari in implementarea si
aplicarea consecventa a acestor legi. S-au dezvoltat servici-
ile de sprijin si consiliere pentru victimele violentei de gen.
Dar accesul la aceste resurse ramane o problema in unele
zone. Concluzii. Analiza literaturii de specialitate dezvaluie
progrese n abordarea violentei bazate pe gen in Republica
Moldova, dar provocarile raman legate de normele cultura-
le, accesul inegal la resurse si nevoia de constientizare con-
tinua.

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Background. In an ever-evolving society, the issue of gen-
der-based violence is a topic of crucial importance, with a
profound impact on the individual and the community. In
the Republic of Moldova, social and cultural changes are pal-
pable and face specific challenges regarding the response to
gender-based violence. Objective of the study. Identifying
the strengths and weaknesses of the health care infrastruc-
ture related to the response to gender-based violence among
the population of the Republic of Moldova. Material and
methods. A specialized search was carried out in Google
Scholar with reference to the response to gender violence
in the Republic of Moldova, according to the inclusion and
exclusion criteria established previously. 15 bibliographic
references published in the last 5 years in Moldova were in-
cluded in the analysis. Results. The Republic of Moldova is
at the top of the European countries with the most cases in
which women have been psychologically or sexually abused
atleast once in their lives. In the country, practically 3 out of
4 women (73%) have experienced some form of domestic vi-
olence during their lifetime. About 30 women die each year
from these abuses. The review reveals significant progress
in the legislative field, with the adoption and amendment
of laws to protect the rights of victims of gender-based vio-
lence. There are still challenges in the implementation and
consistent enforcement of these laws. Support and counsel-
ing services for victims of gender-based violence have been
developed. But access to these resources remains a problem
in some areas. Conclusion. The analysis of specialized liter-
ature reveals progress in addressing gender-based violence
in the Republic of Moldova, but challenges remain related
to cultural norms, unequal access to resources and the need
for continuous awareness.
