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Introducere. Tuberculoza (TB) face parte din patologii
granulomatoase ce afecteaza primordial pulmonii. Afect-
area sistemului nervos central (SNC) este devastatoare, se
produce prin diseminare hematogena si se manifesta de
obicei ca meningita tuberculoasa. Aparitia de tuberculoame
cerebrale este rara si ca regula la pacientii imunocompro-
misi. Scopul lucrarii. Prezentarea aspectelor imagistice ale
unui caz de TB la o lauza HIV negativa cu sarcind obtinuta
prin fertilizare in vitro (FIV). Material si metode. Datele
anamnestice, clinice si paraclinice au fost prelevate din fisa
medicala. Pacienta a fost investigata prin radiografie pul-
monara, tomografie computerizata (CT) cerebrala, pulmo-
nara si abdominald, rezonantd magnetica (RM) cerebrala.
Au fost studiate cazuri similare din literaturd. Rezultate.
Femeie de 30 ani, a fost internatad In departamentul de neu-
rologie cu cefalee severa, confuzie, asimetria fetei; contact
cu bolnavi de tuberculoza sau maladii contagioase a negat.
A fost efectuat CT cerebral nativ si cu contrast unde s-au
determinat multiple leziuni sferice ce implica structurile
cerebrale supra- si infratentoriale cu intensificare inelars,
cu edem perilezional pronuntat. Concomitent, s-a efectuat
CT pulmonar cu determinare de opacitati miliare disemi-
nate difuz bilateral. Examenul imagistic s-a suplimentat cu
examenul RM cerebral cu contrast, ce a confirmat prezenta
tuberculoamelor intracerebrale si a reactiei meningeale la
nivel de poli temporali, cu sustinerea diagnosticului de tu-
berculoza cerebrala. Concluzii. Se poate presupune ca sar-
cina obtinutd in cazul dat prin FIV a provocat reactivarea
infectiei bacilare din infectia TB latentd, cu dezvoltarea de
TB diseminata. Impactul infectiei TB asupra sarcinii a fost
unul nefavorabil, cu complicatii obstetricale urmate de
avort spontan tardiv. Cuvinte-cheie: tuberculoza, sarcing,
tuberculoame cerebrale.
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Background. Tuberculosis (TB) is part of granulomatous
diseases that mainly affect the lungs. The effect of the cen-
tral nervous system (CNS) may be devastating, mostly oc-
curs by hematogenous dissemination and usually manifests
as tuberculous meningitis. The appearance of cerebral tu-
berculomas is rare and as a rule in immunocompromised
patients. Objective of the study. Presentation of the imag-
ing aspects of TB in an HIV-negative woman with an in vitro
fertilization pregnancy (IVF). Material and methods. An-
amnesis, clinical and paraclinical data were taken from the
medical databases. The patient was investigated by chest
X-ray, brain, lung and abdominal computed tomography
(CT), magnetic resonance imaging (MRI) of the brain. Simi-
lar cases were studied in the literature. Results. A 30-year-
old woman was hospitalized at the neurology department
with severe headache, confusion, facial asymmetry; contact
with tuberculosis patients or contagious diseases was de-
nied. After performing native brain CT scan and a CT with
contrast multiple spherical lesions with pronounced per-
ilesional edema involving supra- and infratentorial brain
structures were detected which intensify annularly. Lung
CT was performed with determination of miliary opacities
diffusely disseminated bilaterally. The examination was
supplemented with cerebral MRI with contrast, which con-
firms the presence of intracerebral tuberculomas and the
meningeal reaction at the level of temporal poles, support-
ing the diagnosis of cerebral tuberculosis. Conclusion. It is
assumed that the pregnancy achieved by IVF caused reacti-
vation of the bacillary infection from the latent TB infection,
with the development of disseminated TB. The impact of
TB infection on pregnancy was unfavorable, with obstetric
complications followed by late spontaneous abortion. Key-
words: tuberculosis, pregnancy, cerebral tuberculomas.
