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Introducere. Afectiunile locomotorii sunt printre cele mai
frecvente stari de sanatate responsabile de o devastatoare
povara economica si sociala.

Studiul contine sint-
eza a circa 35 materiale stiintifice cu subiecte de bioetica
si medicina identificate in bazele de date PubMed, Google
Scholar, IBN. Criteriile de selectare ale surselor au inclus cu-
vintele-cheie: ,vulnerabilitate”, ,afectiuni locomotorii”, ,re-
abilitare locomotorie”. S-au aplicat metodele teoretice: bio-
etica, sociologicd, analitica. Rezultate. Analiza materialelor
stiintifice publicate denota faptul prezentei vulnerabilitatii
la toate persoanele cu afectiuni ale sistemului locomotor.
Starea sanatatii si conditia sociald a acestui contingent de
populatie necesita abordari multidimensionale si interdis-
ciplinare. Se observa tot mai evident importanta aplicarii
pe scara larga a capacitatilor teoretice si aplicative ale eticii.

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Background. Locomotor disorders are among the most
common health conditions responsible for a devastating
economic and social burden.

An es-
sential support in therapeutic and extra-medical conduct
can be based on the application of ethical principles. Ob-
jective of the study. Revealing the ethical aspects in the
multidimensional approach of vulnerable patients with
locomotor disorders. Material and methods. The study
contains the synthesis of about 35 scientific materials with
bioethics and medicine topics identified in the databases
PubMed, Google Scholar, IBN. The selection criteria of the
sources included the keywords: ,vulnerability”, ,lJocomotor
disorders”, ,locomotor rehabilitation”. Theoretical meth-
ods were applied: bioethical, sociological, analytical. Re-
sults. The analysis of published scientific materials shows
the presence of vulnerability in all people with locomotor
system disorders. The health status and social condition of
this population contingent require multidimensional and
interdisciplinary approaches. The importance of the large-
scale application of the theoretical and applied capabilities
of ethics is increasingly evident. Conclusions. 1. Patients
with locomotor disorders represent a specific vulnerable
contingent for which specific therapeutic and social tactics
are needed. 2. An important possibility in the optimization
of medical conduct and the application of the necessary so-
cial support to vulnerable people, resides in the exploita-
tion of the potential of ethics. 3. The role of involving the
principles of vulnerability, therapeutic integrity, non-harm,
beneficence, autonomy, etc. is noted.
