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Background. An important aspect of pediatric oncology
is effective communication within the doctor-patient rela-
tionship, which involves specific professional approaches
and skills that ensure the proper functioning of continuous
medical activity. Objective of the study. To emphasize the
impact of communication in the process of reporting bad
news from oncopediatrics. Material and methods. The
study was conducted by analyzing about 35 scientific sourc-
es published in GoogleScholar, PubMed, Elsevier databases.
In the research were used the methods: ethics, sociological,
structuralist, as well as instrumental methods: analysis and
synthesis, induction and deduction. Results. Following the
analysis, some communicative and relational aspects of the
doctor-patient relationship have been outlined, which have
a major impact on the mood of children with oncological
diseases, as well as their families. The impact of commu-
nication between the doctor and the parents, who are in-
termediaries in making the decision in favor of the minor
patient, was highlighted. It reveals the tendency of the pa-
tient to receive the information exposed by the doctor in an
explicit manner and in terms of meaning. The results de-
note the essential role of doctors in addressing compliance
with the management of bad news and negative emotion-
al reaction. Conclusion. 1. Effective communication in the
relationship between doctor-patient diminishes the initial
emotional shock of parents after communicating unfavor-
able diagnosis to the child. 2. The context of positive emo-
tions contributes to the optimization of treatment results.
3. The presence of appropriate ethical support harmonizes
the doctor-patient relationship within the medical act. Key-
words: Medical ethics, communication, pediatric oncology,
bad news, doctor-patient relationship.
