Interdisci-
plinary collaboration between emergency physicians, sur-
geons, and anesthesiologists significantly improves patient
outcomes. Standardized protocols and ongoing training of
medical staff contribute to reducing the mortality and mor-
bidity associated with these complex injuries. Conclusions.
Effective management of neck cut wounds in the Emergency
Department requires well-coordinated immediate interven-
tions and a multidisciplinary team. Implementing standard-
ized protocols and adequate training of staff are essential
for improving patient outcomes and reducing the risk of se-
vere complications.
