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Introducere. HPV este o infectie sexual transmisibila foar-
te raspandita, asociata cu diverse tipuri de cancer. Aproape
toate cazurile de cancer de col uterin (99%) sunt cauzate de
Virusul Papiloma Uman (HPV), dintre care tipurile HPV 16
si 18 reprezinta 70% din cazuri si leziuni cervicale precan-
ceroase. Vaccinarea reprezinta o metoda sigura si eficienta
de prevenire a acestei infectii. Scopul lucrarii. Scopul studi-
ului a fost de a investiga nivelul de constientizare si intele-
gere a vaccindrii impotriva HPV in randul parintilor din
Republica Moldova, analiziand modul in care cunostintele
lor despre virus si modul de transmitere a acestuia influ-
enteaza procesul decizional si acceptarea vaccinului. Mate-
rial si metode. A fost utilizat un chestionar structurat, ce a
fost distribuit unui esantion de 106 respondenti, colectand
date despre varst3, sex, numarul de copii, constientizarea si
vaccinarea HPV si atitudinile fata de vaccinare. Rezultate.
Majoritatea respondentilor au fost femei, iar varsta medie
a fost de 34.9 ani. Rezultatele au aratat ca 94 (88.7%) re-
spondenti au auzit despre HPV, iar 54 (50.9%) au fost in-
formati de echipa medicala. Totusi, un numar semnificativ
de respondenti prezentau lacune in cunostintele lor despre
HPV: doar 30 (28.3%) considera ca HPV este o infectie vi-
rala, alti 28(26.4%) cred ca HPV poate fi tratata cu prepa-
rate antivirale, iar 16 (15,1%) nu cunosc ca infectia cu HPV
poate provoca cancer de col uterin. Exista ingrijorari legate
de posibile probleme de sanatate pe termen lung cauzate de
vaccin, 62 (58,5%) fiind preocupati de acest aspect. Conclu-
zii. Studiul a evidentiat faptul ca un procent semnificativ de
parinti din Republica Moldova nu sunt suficient informati
despre HPV si vaccinarea impotriva acestuia. Comunicarea
insuficienta Intre medicii de familie si pacienti poate con-
duce la o lipsa de incredere si la perpetuarea miturilor si
conceptiilor gresite despre HPV si vaccinare. Cuvinte-cheie:

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Background. HPV is a prevalent sexually transmitted infec-
tion associated with various types of cancer. Almost all cas-
es of cervical cancer (99%) are caused by the Human Papil-
loma Virus (HPV), of which HPV types 16 and 18 account for
70% of cases and precancerous cervical lesions. Vaccination
is a safe and effective method of preventing this infection.
The aim of the study. The study aimed to investigate the
level of awareness and understanding of HPV vaccination
among parents in the Republic of Moldova, analyzing how
their knowledge about the virus and its transmission mode
influences the decision-making process and acceptance of
the vaccine. Material and methods. A structured question-
naire was used, which was distributed to a sample of 106 re-
spondents, collecting data on age, sex, number of children,
awareness and vaccination of HPV and attitudes towards
vaccination. Results. Most respondents were women, and
the average age was 34.9 years. The results showed that 94
(88.7%) respondents had heard about HPV and 54 (50.9%)
were informed by the medical team. However, a significant
number of respondents had gaps in their knowledge about
HPV: only 30 (28.3%) believe that HPV is a viral infection,
another 28 (26.4%) believe that HPV can be treated with
antiviral preparations, and 16 (15, 1%) do not know that
HPV infection can cause cervical cancer. There are concerns
about possible long-term health problems caused by the
vaccine, with 62 (58.5%) concerned. Conclusion. The study
highlighted the fact that a significant percentage of parents
in the Republic of Moldova are not sufficiently informed
about HPV and vaccination against it. Insufficient commu-
nication between GPs and patients can lead to a lack of trust
and the perpetuation of myths and misconceptions about
HPV and vaccination.
