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Introducere. Formarea preturilor la medicamente depinde
de urmatorii factori: cerere, oferta si starea economiei. in
conditiile economice moderne, monitorizarea accesibilitatii
preturilor medicamentelor la nivel de stat este relevanta.
Scopul lucrarii. Analiza retrospectiva a situatiei pretu-
rilor medicamentelor pentru anii 2012 - 2022. Material
si metode. S-a analizat Nomenclatorul de Stat al medica-
mentelor si Catalogul National al Preturilor pentru perioada
anii 2012 - 2022. Rezultate. In urma analizei preturilor s-a
constatat cd in 2012 s-au inregistrat preturi pentru 6.959
de medicamente. Dintre acestea, pretul la 2.416 medica-
mente a fost revizuit ca urmare a modificarilor cursului de
schimb al monedei nationale, iar 832 de medicamente au
fost excluse din Catalogul National al Preturilor. in 2022, in
Nomenclatorul de Stat al Medicamentelor au fost inregis-
trate 5.800 de medicamente, adica cu 350 mai putin fata de
2020 si cu 1.159 de medicamente (16,65%) mai putin decat
in anul 2012. In Catalogul National de Preturi in anul 2022,
preturile au fost declarate si aprobate pentru doar 3.195 de
tipuri de medicamente, adica 55% din cele inregistrate in
Nomenclatorul de Stat al Medicamentelor. in perioada anal-
izatd, pe piata Republicii Moldova s-a conturat tendinta de
a inregistra medicamentele OTC importate ca suplimente
alimentare cu aplicarea TVA de 20%, si nu 8%, ceea ce de-
termina cresterea pretului final in comparatie cu optiunea
cand medicamentul a fost clasificat ca produs farmaceutic.
Concluzii. Accesul pacientilor la terapia medicamentoasa
este limitat de catre faptul ca producatorii nu depun cere-
ri de Inregistrare a medicamentelor, iar lipsa medicamen-
telor inregistrate in catalogul de preturi creeaza premisele
pentru cresterea preturilor la medicamentele furnizate
institutiilor medicale si achizitionate de cetateni, intrucat
acestea nu sunt aprobate prin reglementari. Cuvinte-cheie:

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Background. The formation of medicine prices depends on
the following factors: demand, supply and the state of the
economy. In modern economic conditions, monitoring the
affordability of medicines at state level is relevant. Objec-
tive of the study. Retrospective analysis of the situation of
medicine prices for the years 2012 - 2022. Material and
methods. The State Nomenclature of Medicinal Products
and the National Price Catalogue for the period 2012 - 2022
were analyzed. Results. The price analysis showed that
6,959 medicines were priced in 2012. Of these, the price of
2,416 medicines was revised due to changes in the exchange
rate of the national currency and 832 medicines were ex-
cluded from the National Price List. In 2022, 5,800 medi-
cines were registered in the State Nomenclature of Drags,
i.e.,, 350 less than in 2020 and 1,159 medicines (16.65%)
less than in 2012. In the National Price Catalogue in 2022,
prices were declared and approved for only 3,195 types of
medicines, i.e., 55% of those registered in the State Nomen-
clature of Drags. During the period under review, on the
Moldovan market there was a tendency to register import-
ed OTC medicines as food supplements with the application
of VAT of 20% instead of 8%, which leads to an increase in
the final price compared to the option when the medicine
was classified as a pharmaceutical product. Conclusion.
Patients’ access to drug therapy is limited by the fact that
manufacturers do not apply for registration of medicines,
and the lack of registered medicines in the price catalogue
creates the conditions for increasing prices of medicines
supplied to medical institutions and purchased by citizens,
as they are not approved by regulations. Keywords: medi-
cines, monitoring, prices, wholesale and retail prices.
