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Introducere. Anodontia este o formad rara de absenta
partiala sau totalad a dentitiei, fiind mai frecvent asociata in
cadrul unor sindroame genetice, precum este displazia ecto-
dermald. Managementul acestor afectiuni este o adevarata
provocare in practica stomatologica si necesita o abordare
multidisciplinara. Scopul lucrarii. Analiza si distributia
anodontiei intr-un grup de pacienti cu anodontii si select-
area si prezentarea managementului clinic a unui caz clin-
ic de anodontie partiald in cadrul sindromului de displazie
ectodermala. Material si metode. Au fost examinati clinic
si radiologic 495 de pacienti cu varste intre 12 si 17 ani in
cadrul Clinicii Stomatologice Universitare a USMF ,Nico-
lae Testemitanu” A fost calculata frecventa si distributia
anodontiei in grupul de studiu. Rezultate. La 19 dintre ei
(3,4%) lipsea cel putin 1 dinte permanent, la 16 dintre ei sau
84,21% a fost stabilit diagnosticul de hipodontie, lipseau de
la 1 pana la 5 dinti. La 3 pacienti diagnosticul stabilit a fost
de oligodontie, lipseau 6 si mai multi dinti. Cercetarea s-a
axat pe analiza si prezentarea managementului clinic al an-
odontiei partiale asociate in cadrul displaziei ectodermale
in baza unui caz clinic, de sex masculine, depistat in cadrul
acestei cercetdri. Diagnosticul de displazie ectodermalad a
fost stabilit anterior in cadrul examenului genetic. Diagnos-
ticul de anodontie primara partiala a fost stabilit pe baza
semnelor clinice, a lipsei eruptiei dentare si a examenului
radiologic. Analiza literaturii de specialitate a permis identi-
ficarea punctelor cheie In managementul multidisciplinar al
anodontiei primare partiale in cadrul sindroamelor genet-
ice, care a fost respectat cu strictete n cazul clinic prezentat.
Tratamentul stomatologic a inclus tratamentul afectiunilor
carioase, tratamentul protetic etapizat si masuri de pre-
ventie a cariei dentare. Abordarea multidisciplinare a inclus
consilierea psihologica si evaluarea logopedica. Concluzii.
Cazul clinic prezentat a pus in discutie o forma grava de
anodontie - anodontia primara partiala, care este asociata
cu displazia ectodermala. Managementul este multidisci-
plinar si include evaluarea genetica, tratamentul afectiuni-
lor stomatologice, tratamentul protetic etapizat, evaluarea
logopedicd, consilierea histologica etc. Cuvinte-cheie: ano-
dontie primara partiala, displazie ectodermala.
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Background. Anodontia is a rare condition characterized
by the partial or complete absence of dentition, often associ-
ated with genetic syndromes such as ectodermal dysplasia.
Managing these conditions poses a significant challenge in
dental practice and requires a multidisciplinary approach.
Objective of the study. Analysis of the prevalence and
distribution of anodontia in a group of patients with tooth
agenesis, and to present a clinical management case study
of partial anodontia within the context of ectodermal dys-
plasia syndrome. Material and methods. A clinical and ra-
diological examination was conducted on 495 patients aged
12 to 17 years at the University Dental Clinic of Nicolae Te-
stemitanu University The frequency and distribution of an-
odontia in the study group were calculated. Results. Among
them, 19 patients (3.4%) were found to be missing at least
one permanent tooth; 16 of these (84.21%) were diagnosed
with hypodontia, missing between 1 to 5 teeth. Three pa-
tients were diagnosed with oligodontia, missing 6 or more
teeth. The research focused on analyzing and presenting the
clinical management of partial anodontia associated with
ectodermal dysplasia based on a male clinical case identi-
fied during this study. The diagnosis of ectodermal dyspla-
sia had been previously established through genetic testing.
The diagnosis of partial primary anodontia was based on
clinical signs, lack of tooth eruption, and radiological ex-
amination. Reviewing specialized literature identified key
points in the multidisciplinary management of partial pri-
mary anodontia in genetic syndromes, which were strictly
followed in the presented clinical case. Dental treatment
included management of carious lesions, phased prosthetic
treatment, and preventive measures against dental caries.
The multidisciplinary approach encompassed psychological
counseling and speech evaluation. Conclusions. The clini-
cal case presented discusses a severe form of anodontia -
partial primary anodontia associated with ectodermal dys-
plasia. Management involves a multidisciplinary approach
including genetic evaluation, dental disease treatment,
phased prosthetic treatment, speech evaluation, histologi-
cal counseling, etc. Keywords: partial primary anodontia,
ectodermal dysplasia.
