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Introducere. Actualmente sanatatea dentarda a omului este amenintata de probleme ecologice, apar noi
maladii dentare, iar cele cunoscute capata manifestari atipice, se schimba caracterul lor. Reglementand
relatiile din medicina, inclusiv cea dentara, stiinta, tehnologie, bioetica se transforma intr-un reglator
moral al viului, a biosferei in ansamblu.
