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Introducere. Filosofia, ca legislatie a ratiunii umane, cuprinde 1in acceptia filosofiei kantiene legea
naturii si legea morald; sistemul filosofic kantian este obtinut sub carmuirea ratiunii.

Scop. Descoperirea influentei esentei omului si legii morale in luarea deciziilor.

Material si metode. Sursele mass-media, articole stiintifice.

Rezultate. Omul este parte a naturii, dar si fiinta liberd; dedublarea omului intr-unul sensibil,
corespunde dedublarii naturii in fenomen si noumen. Kant prezintd sistemul sdu etic, bazat pe
convingerea ca ratiunea este cea mai inalta instanta a moralei. Adica, existd doud moduri in luarea unei
decizii: un imperativ conditionat, decurge dintr-o inclinare subiectiva, si un "imperativ categoric", se
supune unei legi universal valabild. Kant formuleazad astfel principiul "imperativului categoric":
"Actioneaza in asa fel incAt maxima actiunilor tale si poati fi impusa ca lege universala". In raport cu
moralitatea se pastreaza dualitatea empiric-rational, cu dominarea a moralitatii. Omul trebuie si se
elibereze de sub imperiul pasiunilor si sa-si creeze propria sfera de legi morale. Autonomia de sine a
vointei, institutoare de legi morale, este echivalenta libertatii de sine a omului ca noumenon. Alaturand
naturii morala, Kant stabileste libertatea ca temei al unei lumi, scoasa din orice sir temporal.

Concluzii. Legea morala este legea care ne determina ca fiinte inteligibile, fiind o conditie rational-
morald pentru utilizarea libertatii. Legea practicd morald nu are alt mobil decat demnitatea de a fi
fericit: “conformitatea deplind a vointei cu legea morald inseamna perfectiune de care nu este capabila
nici o fiinta rationala din lumea sensibild”.

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Introduction. Philosophy, as the law of human rationality, according to Kant's philosophy includes
natural and moral law; Kant's philosophical system is obtained under the domination of rationality.
Purpose. Identification of influence of human’s essence and of moral law in decisionmaking.
Material and methods. Mass-media, scientific articles.

Results. Man is part of nature and free being; human duplication in one sentient corresponds to
nature’s duplication in phenomenon and noumen.

Kant’s system of ethics is based on the belief that rationality is the highest instance of morals. There
are two ways to make a decision: an ,imperative condition”, the result of a subjective tilt, and a
,categorical imperative” is presented by universally valid laws. Kant formulates the principle of
»categorical imperative”: ,,Act in such a way that the maximum of your actions can be imposed as a
universal law”. In relationship with morality the empirical-rational duality is stored with morality
domination. Man must be free from the passions and create his own sphere of moral laws. Autonomy
of his volition, the institute of moral laws, is equivalent to human’s freedom as a noumenon. Joining
nature’s morality, Kant establishes freedom as the basis of a world.

Conclusions. Moral law is the law that we determine as intelligible beings, for using rational and
moral freedom. Moral law’s purpose in real life is to be happy: "full conformity with the moral law
means the perfection that is unavailable to each rational being of the sensitive world".
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
