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Introducere. Persoanele implicate in migratie se confrunta cu o serie de probleme si obstacole in ceea
ce priveste accesibilitatea si adresabilitatea serviciilor medicale.

Scop. evaluarea accesibilitatii si adresabilitatii migrantilor la servicii medicale.

Material si metode. Ca esantion au servit 200 de subiecti intervievati. Pentru colectarea datelor
primare s-a combinat metoda cantitativd cu cea calitativa. In plan cantitativ studiul s-a axat pe trei
grupuri sociale: migrantii, membrii familiilor care beneficiaza de remitente, si cei care nu beneficiaza.
Componenta calitativad a vizat cercetarea aprofundatd a fenomenului.

Rezultate. Accesibilitatea asistentei medicale in strainatate depinde de directia emigrarii si in special
de statutul legal al migrantului in tara gazda. De cel mai restrictionat acces la serviciile medicale peste
hotare au parte migrantii care muncesc intr-o tara din CSI, deasemenea, cei care dispun de un statut
legal mai putin “avansat”. Fiecare al doilea migrant in zona CSI a apreciat accesul la servicii medicale
ca fiind “complicat”, iar 15,5% l-au apreciat drept “foarte complicat”

In ceea ce priveste adresabilitatea s-a constatat ci in ultimele 12 luni 41,9% dintre migranti
intervievati nu au contactat niciodata sistemul de sanatate, 37,7% o data sau de doua ori, si doar unul
din zece a contactat sistemul medical mai mult de zece ori.

Concluzii. Studiul denota o atitudine neglijenta a migrantilor fata de propria sanatate, majoritatea
apelind la servicii medicale doar in cazuri grave.
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Introduction. People involved in migration face with a lot of problems regarding accessibility and
addressability to Healthcare services.

Purpose. Evaluation migrant’s accessibility and addressability to Healthcare Services

Material and methods. 200 interviewed subjects served as a sample. There was combined the
quantitative and qualitative methods for collecting primary information. The survey was focused on
three social groups in quantitative part: migrants,families that receive remittances and the ones that
don’t receive them. The qualitative part was focused on thorough research of this phenomenon.
Results. The vailabity of healthcare abroad depends on direction of emigration especially on the
official statusof migrant in the host country.The migrants who work in a country part of CIS and the
persons whom legal status is less “advanced” have the most restricted access to medical care
abroad.Every second migrant in CIS priced the healthcare services to be “complicated” and 15.5%
appreciated them to be “very complicated”’Regarding addressability it was found that in the last 12
months 41.9% of asked migrants, never called the Healthcare service, 37.7% appealed them only 2-3
times, and only one from ten persons called the Health care services more than 10 times.
Conclusions.The survey shows a careless migrant's attitude toward their own health,most appealing
medical service only in serious cases.
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
