Scleroza Multipld, numita si scleroza in placi,scleroza diseminata sau encefalomielita
diseminata,este o boala inflamatorie in care tecile de mielini izolatoare ale celulelor nervoase din
creier si maduva spindrii sunt deteriorate.Boala Alzheimer este o boald degenerativa ce afecteaza
zonele creierului ce controleazd memoria, inteligenta, capacitatea de judecata, limbajul si
comportamentul.
