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Introducere. Metoda traditionald de tratament protetic are mai multe dezavantaje ca: volum mare,
instabilitate pe cAmpul protetic, intoleranta etc. Pe cand tratamentul implanto-protetic este o metoda moderna
si permite reabilitarea morfo-functionala a sistemului stomatognat.

Scopul lucrarii. Studiul particularitatilor tratamentului implanto-protetic a edentatiei totale si varietatea de
constructie proteticd aleasd In dependenta de tabloul clinic.

Material si metode. Materialul de bazd pentru efectuarea cercetarii este rezultatul examenul clinic,
paraclinic al pacientului si conceperea tratamentului implanto-protetic al edentatiei totale a 15 pacienti,
varsta cuprinsa Intre 54 si 69 ani in perioada 2015-2016.

Rezultate. S-a aplicat un tratament implanto-protetic fara pregatiri chirurgicale specifice (utilizarea grefelor
osoase, sinus-lifting sau transpozitii de nerv alveolar inferior). S-a stabilit ca la 8 (53%) pacienti
complicatiile cariei dentare sunt cauzele edentatiei totale, la 4 (27%) pacienti cauza a fost afectiunile
parodontiului marginal, iar la 3 (20%) pacienti cauza a fost asocierea factorilor (complicatiile cariei dentare,
parodontitele marginale, traumele, suprasolicitdrile funtionale). Conform sexului am observat cd au prevalat
barbatii 60%, versus femei 40%. Au fost realizate 7 (46,6%) restaurdri fixe, 6 (40%) restaurari implanto-
protetice mobilizabile si 2 (13,4%) restaurdri hibride.

Concluzii. Conceperea planului de tratament implanto-protetic al edentatiei totale si realizarea lui sporeste
esential sansele de stopare a proceslui de resorbtie cantitativa si calitativa a ofertei osoase.

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Introduction. Traditional prosthetic treatment has several disadvantages like: the large dimensions of the
prosthetic constructions, prosthetic field instability, intolerance, etc. While prosthetic implant treatment is a
modern method and allows morphological and functional rehabilitation of the stomatognathic system.

Objective of the study.The study features prosthetic implant treatment of total edentation and the variety of
prosthetic construction selected depending on the clinical picture.

Material and methods. The base material for conducting research is the result of physical and laboratory
patient examination, and the conception of prosthetic implant treatment of 15 patients with total edentation,
aged between 54 and 69 years in the period 2015-2016.

Results. By applying prosthetic implant treatment without specific surgical training (using bone grafts, sinus
lifting or transpositions of inferior alveolar nerve) we established that 8 (53%) patients had total edentation
caused by dental caries complications, marginal periodontal illness was the cause of 4 (27%) patients and 3
(20%) patients had total edentation caused by the associated factors (complications of dental caries, marginal
periodontitis, trauma, functional overuse). According to the gender, we noticed that men prevailed 60%,
versus 40% women. Were performed 7 (46.6%) fixed restorations, 6 (40%) mobilized implant prosthetic
restorations and 2 (13.4%) hybrid restorations.

Conclusions. Concepting and planning of prosthetic implant treatment and its realization increases
essentially the chances of stopping the resorbing process of bone supply in quantity and quality.
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
