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Introducere. Trombocitemia esentiala (TE) prezintd o patologie mieloproliferativa, cronica. Are loc
proliferarea megacariocitelor si formarea excesiva de trombocite (T), care conduce la complicatii trombotice
grave.

Scopul lucrarii. Studierea manifestarilor clinico-hematologice ale TE.

Material si metode. Studiu observational analitic, de tip retrospectiv. A inclus 60 de pacienti, cu virsta intre
21 ani si 80 ani, virsta medie 55,3 ani. Lucru cu fisele de observatie din arhiva. Colectarea parametrilor
(virsta (V), sex (S), examenul fizic, hemoleucograma (H), trepanobiopsia, complicatii (C).

Rezultate. S: F — 39 (65%) vs B — 21 (35%),V: 41-70, H: T — 640-2880, Nr. T >1000 — 38p, C: 12p.

Concluzii. (1) Inregistratd in virsta 20-80 ani, cu predominare la femei. (2) Semnele clinice au caracter
similar cu alte patologii hematologice si nehematologice. (3) Diagnosticul se confirma prin trepanobiopsie.
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Introduction.Essential thrombocythemia (ET) is a myeloproliferative pathology, chronic.Proliferate
megakaryocytes and platelets (P) increased formation occurs, which causes serious thrombotic
complications.

Objective of the study. The study of clinical and hematological manifestations of ET.

Material and methods. Analitical retrospective study. It included 60 patients, aged between 21 years and 80
years, average age 55.3 years. Analysis of observation cards from the archive. Parameters collection (age
(A), sex (S), physical examination, blood test (BT), trepanobiopsy, complications (C).

Results.S:W — 39 (65%) vs. M — 21 (35%), A: 41-70, BT: P — 640-2880, Nr. P >1000 — 38p, C: 12p.
Conclusions. (1) ET is frequently recorded in the age between 20-80 years, with prevalence in women. (2)
Clinical signs have a character similar to other hematologic and non-hematologic pathologies. (3) The
diagnosis is confirmed by trepanobiopsy.
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
