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Introducere. Infectia tractului urinar reprezinta contaminarea si multiplicarea agentilor patogeni, cu
prezenta simptomelor de inflamatie a tractului urinar, vezicii urinare sau a rinichilor. Infectia tractului
urinar este des Intalnitd in spital (40% din totalul bolnavilor spitalizati), majoritatea asociate cateterizarii
vezicii urinare.

Scopul lucrarii. Elaborarea managementului infectiilor tractului urinar asociate cateterizarii pentru
optimizarea masurilor de prevenire a acestora.

Material si metode. Cercetarea stiintificd actuald reprezintd un studiu de tip descriptiv, efectuat in
perioada 2014-2016, realizat prin metoda de analiza retrospectiva a 2786 fise de observatie clinica din
Institutului Mamei si Copilului. Dintre care, 465 de fise ale pacintilor tratati conservativ si 2321 de fise
ale pacientilor tratati chirurgical. Pentru prelucrarea informatiei am folosit metoda epidemiologica de
analiza descriptiva.

Rezultate. In rezultatul analizei retrospective a 2786 de fise, s-a constatat ci 384 din ei au dezvoltat
infectii asociate asistentei medicale, indicele de frecventd fiind 137,8 la 1000 pacienti, 10,46% fiind
infectii urinare.

Concluzii. Dinamica infectiilor tractului urinar asociate cateterizarii, in Republica Moldova este
neuniformd, cu o majorare a incidentei 1n ultimii ani. La nivel national, se atesta subraportarea infec-
tiilor din teama de sanctiuni, lipsa resurselor umane specializate, deficit de personal medical istruit, pre-
cum si din cauza problemei aproviziondrii istitutiilor medicale cu materiale necesare pentru efectuarea
cateterizarii vezicil urinare.
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Introduction. Urinary tract infection represents the contamination and multiplication of the pathogenic
agents accompanied by the inflamatory symptoms of the urinary tract, bladder or kidneys. Urinary tract
infection are more frequently seen in hospitalized patients (40%), most of them are associated to urinary
bladder catheterization.

Objective of the study. Elabotation of a management tactics, of the urinary tract infection which is
associated to catheterization in order to improve prevention measures.

Material and methods. This scientific research represents a discriptive study performed during 2014-
2016 years, using the retrospective analysis method of 2786 clinical histories from Mother and Child
Institute, out of the total number 465 patients were conservatively and 2321 were surgically treated. The
epidemiological method of discriptive analysis was used for information processing.

Results. According to the performed retrospective analysis of 2786 patients, it wes determined that 384
of them had an infection associated to medical assistance; with a frequency index of 137.8 in 1000
patients, 10.46% of which had a registered infection.

Conclusions. Dynamics of the urinary tract infection associated to catheterization in the Republic of
Moldova is irregular, with increasing incidence in the last years. The fear of sanctions, absence of spe-
cialized human resources, insufficiently trained medical staff as well as the medical institution supply
with necessary materials for urinary bladder catheterization were among the main causes observed on
national level.
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
