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Introducere. Transplantologia reprezintd o metoda contemporana de tratament paliativ si radical in
caz de pierderea capacitatii functionale a unui sau mai multor organe sau tesuturi umane, fapt ce
implica si o multitudine de probleme socio-bioetice.

Scopul lucririi. Analiza si cercetarea conflictelor ce apar in urma transplantului de organe si cum
influenteaza acestea asupra starii spirituale si de sanatate, atat a donatorului, cat si a recipientului.

Material si metode. La realizarea studiului au fost selectate 15 articole folosind motoarele de cautare
PubMed si Google Academic. S-a aplicat metodele: bioetica, biostatistica, structuralistica.

Rezultate. In baza articolelor cercetate referitoare la drepturile omului au fost deduse cateva idei:
corpul omenesc este sacru, intangibil, trebuie respectat, atat in timpul vietii, cat si dupa moarte si toate
conflictele care apar in urma transplantului de organe trebuie rezolvate intr-un mod corect.

Concluzii. (1) Donarea si transplantul de organe sunt lucruri delicate si complexe cu o importanta
dimensiune eticd, ce necesitd deplina participare a societdtii pentru a se putea dezvolta corect si
armonios. (2) Transplantologia are un impact atat pozitiv, cat si negativ asupra calitatii vietii omului,
de aceea trebuie realizata intr-un mod bine gandit.

ASPECTS OF AUTOHTONE TRANSPLANTOLOGY IN THE SOCIO-BIOETIC SECTOR

Introduction. Transplantology is a contemporary method of palliative and radical treatment in case of
loss of functional capacity of one or more human organs or tissues, which also involves a multitude of
socio-bioethical problems.
