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Introducere. Violenta in familie reprezintd o problema majora de natura medico-sociald cu care se
confrunta toate tarile la nivel global, indiferent de gradul lor de dezvoltare, manifestandu-se in diferite
familii indiferent de statutul social si venituri.

Scopul lucrarii. Studierea fenomenului violentei in familie Tn Republica Moldova conform datelor
medico-legale.

Material si metode. Pentru realizarea acestei lucrari stiintifice ca material de studiu au servit:
rapoartele anuale de activitate a Centrului de Medicind Legald pentru anii 2013-2018, literatura de
specialitate autohtona si internationala.

Rezultate. Violenta in familie in Republica Moldova este in descrestere, inregistrandu-se de la 6845
cazuri in anul 2013 pana la 4331 cazuri in 2018. Calculul prognozei acestui fenomen a aratat, la fel, o
tendintd de scddere pana la 2822 cazuri citre anul 2021. Rata violentei in familie in tara variaza de la
1 pana la 4 cazuri la 1000 populatie si s-a inregistrat preponderent in zona de centru, cu precidere in
mun. Chisindu. Reducerea intensitatii fenomenului ar putea fi explicata prin indsprirea raspunderii
agresorilor pentru aplicarea violentei in familie si aparitia Tn legislatia nationald a unor mecanisme
fezabile de protectie a drepturilor membrilor de familie (ordinul de restrictie de urgenta, ordonanta de
protectie). Rezultatele studiului pot servi drept material didactic in instruirea studentilor si medicilor
despre riscul violentei 1n familie si consecintele ei asupra integritatii familiei, sanatatii si calitatii vietii
membrilor.

Concluzii. Ponderea violentei in familie in Republica Moldova intre anii 2013-2018 este in descreste-
re. Prognosticul pentru anii 2019-2021 denota, de asemenea, o tendinta de reducere a violentei domes-
tice.
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Introduction. Domestic violence is a major medico-social issue encountered in all countries
worldwide, regardless of their level of development, which might occur in families with different
social status and income.

Objective of the study. To study the phenomenon of domestic violence in the Republic of Moldova
according to the medico-legal data.

Material and methods. This scientific study was based on the following material: annual activity
reports of the Center of Legal Medicine during 2013-2018 years, as well as local and international
literature.

Results. The incidence of family violence in the Republic of Moldova has lowered from 6845 cases in
2013 to 4331 cases in 2018. The prognosis calculation also shows a decreasing tendency up to 2822
cases by 2021. The rate of domestic violence ranges from 1 to 4 cases per 1000 population and was
predominantly registered in the central regions of Moldova, particularly in Chisinau. The decreased
occurrence of this phenomenon is likely due to the tightened responsibility of the aggressors for the
application of domestic abuse, as well as the emergence of feasible mechanisms within the national
legislation in order to protect the rights of family members (Emergency Restraint Order, Protection
Order). The study results may serve as a teaching material in training students and doctors regarding
the risk of domestic abuse and its consequences on the family integrity, health and life quality.
Conclusions. The incidence of domestic violence has been decreasing in the Republic of Moldova
during 2013-2018 years. The prognosis for the following 2019-2021 years also shows a decreasing
tendency regarding this phenomenon.
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
