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Introducere. Consumul de alcool reprezintd o problema majora de sanatate publica care se manifesta
pe intregul Mapamond. Alcoolul posedd un impact fizic, afectand inevitabil cavitatea orald, mucoasa
si dintii, provocand carii dentare, leziuni ale mucoasei, cancer si deces.

Scopul lucrarii. Evidentierea particularitatilor consumului de alcool in Republica Moldova pentru anii
2017-2018.

Material si metode. Studiul desfasurat este de tip retrospectiv, cu utilizarea indicatorilor statistici si
analiza datelor prezentate de catre Agentia Nationala pentru Sandtate Publica pentru perioada anilor
2017-2018, pe municipii gi raioane.

Rezultate. Datele statistice demonstreaza o crestere a prevalentei prin alcoolism si psihoze alcoolice.
Astfel, In raioanele de Nord, Sud si Centru ale Republicii Moldova, pentru anul 2017 au fost
inregistrate 34449 de cazuri de alcoolism in comparatie cu anul 2018 — 34699 de cazuri. in municipii,
in anul 2017 s-au depistat 10841 de cazuri de alcoolism, pe cand in 2018 — pana la 11260 de cazuri, cu
1, 03 ori mai mult.

Concluzii. (1) S-a identificat o crestere a prevalentei prin alcoolism si psihoze alcoolice pe parcursul
anilor 2017-2018. (2) In acest sens, este relevanti implementarea activa a Programului national privind
controlul alcoolului pe anii 2012-2020.
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Introduction. Alcohol consumption is a major public health issue all over the world. Alcohol has a
physical impact, inevitably affecting the oral cavity, mucosa and teeth, causing dental caries, mucosal
lesions, cancer and death.

Objective of the study. To emphasize the particularities of alcohol consumption in the Republic of
Moldova during 2017-2018.

Material and methods. A retrospective study has been performed using the statistical indicators and
data analysis presented by the National Public Health Agency during 2017-2018 by municipalities and
districts.

Results. Statistical data demonstrate an increase in the prevalence of alcoholism and alcohol
psychosis. Thus, in the northern, southern and central districts of the Republic of Moldova in 2017 a
number of 34449 cases of alcoholism were recorded, compared to 34699 cases in 2018. In
municipalities, 10841 cases of alcoholism were detected in 2017, while in 2018 there was an increase
by 1,03 in the number of cases reaching 11260.

Conclusions. (1) An increase in prevalence of alcoholism and alcoholic psychosis has been identified
during 2017-2018. (2) Thereby, an active implementation of the National Alcohol Control Program
2012-2020 is relevant.
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
